I. Greg Erosenko called the meeting to order at approximately 12:40pm.
II. The minutes from December were presented for approval.  Motion to approve was made by Connie Rosenbayger and seconded by Bill Pfof.  Motion carried.

III. Monthly Financial Statement from December 2018 was presented.  Motion to approve was made by Mickey O’Rourke and seconded by John Palyo.  Motion carried.

IV. Bill Lists for December was presented for approval.  Motion to approve was made by Patty Logo, seconded by Connie Rosenbayger.  Motion carried.

V. Amanda updated the committee on the progress of the website.  She will be sending a link to the committee for their review.
VI. The committee appointed Patty Logo, Mickey O’Rourke and Mike Whitico to the Appeals Board.  Motion to appoint was made by Connie Rosenbayger and seconded by Bill Pfoff.

VII. Rose reported that collections through December 2018 at $67,205,150.28, which is up by $1,166,872.12 (1.8%) from this time last year.  Increases haven’t leveled off yet.  Keystone continues to chase delinquent employers and self employed.  In 2018, 4,950 letters were sent to individuals (down by 400).  NCE’s are sent quarterly.  Final returns are being mailed.
VIII. Rose presented a resolution for the committee’s consideration regarding opposition to HR 291.  After some discussion there was a motion to approve by Patty Logo, seconded by John Palyo.  The committee directed Amanda to email the resolution to the entire BOD and encourage them to send their approved resolutions to their state legislators.

IX. There was no one from the public to comment.  A motion to adjourn was made by Mickey O’Rourke, and seconded by Bill Pfoff.  Motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at approximately 1:05 pm.
