I. Greg Erosenko called the meeting to order at 12:35pm.
II. The minutes from March were presented for approval.  Motion to approve was made by Bill Pfoff and seconded by Mickey O’Rourke.  Motion carried.

III. Monthly Financial Statement from March and April were presented.  Motion to approve was made by Paul Schott and seconded by Mickey O’Rourke.  Motion carried.

IV. Bill Lists for April and May were presented for approval.  Motion to approve was made by Patty Logo, seconded by Connie Rosenbayger.  Motion carried.

V. The committee voted to recess in July and August this summer.  Motion by Patty Logo, seconded by Paul Schott.  Mickey O’Rourke dissented.

VI. Rose submitted this years’ Yellowbook audit.  On June 1st keystone will be switching banking facilities to Tri-State Bank.  Tri-State is a Commercial Bank that has presence in Pittsburgh.  There is no impact to the tax payer or taxing jurisdictions.

VII. Rose reported that collections through April 2019 are up 4.1% - $20,646,368.64.    Delinquent collections through April are up 17.8% at $601,848.67.  Delinquent mailings went out in February (10,035 notices sent).  Collections are good.
Collections by Tax Year to date are around $66 million.  Another $1 million is anticipated. (2017 tax year collections were $64,792,811.15).

VIII. The next Management Committee meeting is scheduled for June 27, 2019.
