I. The meeting was called to order by Connie Rosenbayger at approx. 12:50pm.
II. The minutes from September and October were emailed for review.  Motion by Bill Pfoff, second by Mickey O’Rourke to approve.  Motion carried.  

III. Monthly Financial Statement from September and October were presented.  Motion to approve was made by Paul Schott and seconded by Patty Logo.  Motion carried.

IV. Bill Lists for September and October were presented for approval.  Motion to approve was made by Mickey O’Rourke, seconded by Patty Logo.  Motion carried.

V. The group discussed the upcoming BOD meeting on 12/9, and challenges of a hybrid meeting.  Amanda offered that a tool called “the Owl” can be used to facilitate hybrid meetings.  The cost is about $1k.  After lengthy discussion, motion to purchase the Owl was made by Bill Pfoff and seconded by John Palyo.  Motion was unanimous.

VI. Rose Harr presented latest numbers for our TCC.  She said that collections are up Year to Date by 2.6% or $1.5 million.  Collection rate is looking good.  Delinquents have been mailed for 2019 and 2020.  Final returns are being printed and employer packages are being prepared.  Paul Schott asked about the Sterling Act.  Rose said files will be out by 12/1.  Everything is completed, but not released because filing extension to 11/15.  Keystone is reviewing to make sure the number is as high as possible.
