I. The meeting was called to order by Connie Rosenbayger at approx. 12:35pm.

II. The meeting minutes from October were presented.  Motion by Bill Pfoff, second by Mike Whitico to approve.  Motion carried.  

III. The monthly Financial Statements from October were presented.  Motion to approve was made by Mike Whitico and seconded by Mickey O’Rourke.  Motion carried.

IV. Bill List from October was presented for approval.  Motion to approve was made by John Palyo, seconded by Josie Rock.  Motion carried.

V. The group reviewed and provided feedback to Amanda regarding the upcoming Board of Delegate meeting agenda.

VI. Rose Harr reported that collections are up by 11.1% or $6.2 million.  
Delinquents YTD are up by 92% due to having 2 years of data.  Rose warns that these numbers will go back to normal in 2023 and urges taxing jurisdiction not to use these numbers when budgeting.  
Notices are going out to people who didn’t file final returns.  Some people don’t realize that they have to complete the final return form since the money is withheld.

Employer packages are being mailed on 12/15.  

Bill Pfoff asked if Keystone monitors employers to make sure they are withholding from all employees.  Rose said that Keystone has an Employer Non-Compliant department that analyzes data against other data sets like LST, occupancy permits, etc.
Rose pointed out that when this program began, DCED estimated our collections at $48m.  In year one, $58m was collected.  This year we’re at $71m.


VII. There was no one from the public to comment.  A motion to adjourn was made by Mickey O’Rourke, and seconded by Bill Pfoff.  Motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at approximately 1:05pm.
