I. The meeting was called to order by Connie Rosenbayger at approx. 12:35pm.

II. The meeting notes from September were presented.  Motion by Mickey O’Rourke, second by Tom Maglicco to approve.  Motion carried.  

III. The monthly Financial Statements from September were presented.  Motion to approve was made by Mickey O’Rourke and seconded by Tom Maglicco.  Motion carried.

IV. Bill List from October was presented for approval.  Motion to approve was made by Mike Whitico, seconded by Tom Maglicco.  Motion carried.

V. The group reviewed and provided feedback to Amanda regarding the upcoming Board of Delegate meeting agenda.

VI. The 2023 Budget was discussed.  The committee recommended a 5% (an increase of $450 annual) increase for Amanda, since she hasn’t had an increase in 9 years.  The Committee also agreed that the taxing jurisdictions should once again pay into the operation of the management committee. For several years the fees have been waived in order to pay down the fund balance.

VII. Connie Rosenbayger has been nominated as Chair, Tom Maglicco as Vice Chair, and Michael Whitico as Treasuer.

VIII. Motion to approve all three audits:  TCC management, SOC and Yellowbook was made by Mickey O’Rourke, seconded by Tom Maglicco.

IX. Rose Harr reported that collections are up by 9.8% or $4.4 million.  It is obvious in the collections that people have received raises.  All communities in our TCC have seen increased EIT collection.

Delinquents YTD are up by 83.4% due to having 2 years of data.  Rose warns that these numbers will go back to normal in 2023 and urges caution when budgeting.  Delinquents are not going away as originally anticipated.


X. There was no one from the public to comment.  A motion to adjourn was made by Mickey O’Rourke, and seconded by Tom Maglicco.  Motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at approximately 1:15pm.
